The New Testament teaches many things concerning
the ordinance of Baptism. Take a look at these
important truths from Scripture.

Why Be Baptized?

Because you want to follow Christ’s

example.

At that time Jesus came from Nazareth and was bap-
tized by John in the river. Mark 1:9

Because Christ commanded it.

Jesus said, ‘Go then, to all people everywhere and
make them my disciples, baptize them in the name
of the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit, and then
teach them to obey everything | have commanded
you.” Matthew 28:19-20

Because it shows you are a believer.
Many of the Corinthians who heard him believed and
were baptized. Acts 18:8

Because obeying Christ’s command shows you
know Him.

We know that we have come to know Him, if we obey
His commands.

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What Is the Meaning of Baptism?

It is a symbol of Christ’s burial and

resurrection.

Christ died for our sins...he was buried...and he rose
again.

| Corinthians 15:3-4

It is a symbol of your new life as a

Christian.

When someone becomes a Christian he becomes a
new person inside. The old life has passed away and
a new life has begun!

Il Corinthians 5:17

By our baptism then we were buried with Him and
Shared His death, in order that just as Christ was
raised from the dead we also might live a new life!
Romans 6:4

Baptism does not make you a believer, it shows that
you already are one! Baptism does not “save” you,
only your faith in Christ does that. Baptism is like a
wedding ring—it’s the outward symbol of the commit-
ment you made in your heart.

For it is by grace you have been saved, through
faith...it is the gift of God—not by works, so that no
one can boast.”

Ephesians 2:8-9
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How Are We to Be Baptized?

Like Jesus was baptized, by being

immersed in water.

As soon as Jesus was baptized, He went up out of the
water. Matthew 3:16

Every baptism in the Bible was by

immersion under water.

(Example) ...then both Philip and the eunuch went
down into the water and Philip baptized him. When
they came up out of the water... Acts 8:38-39

The word “Baptize” literally means “to dip
under water”.

It is the best way to picture a burial
and resurrection.

Who Should Be Baptized?

As soon as you have believed!

You shouldn’t delay.

Those who believed...were baptized ...that day!
Acts 2:41

Then Philip began with the Scripture and told him the
Good News about Jesus. As they traveled along the
road, they came to some water, and the eunuch said,
‘Look here is water! Why shouldn’t | be baptized right
now?’ Philip said, ‘If you believe with all your heart,
you may.’ The official answered, ‘I believe that Jesus
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Christ is the Son of God.” Then both Philip and the
eunuch went down into the water and Philip baptized
him. Acts 8:36-39 (paraphrase)

There is no reason to delay. As soon as a person
decides to believe in Christ, he or she can and should
be baptized.

Will | Have to Say Anything?

Yes...you will be asked to give a public response
to questions about your new faith in Jesus. At the
beginning of the baptism service, the pastor will briefly
explain the meaning of baptism. You will wait at the
edge of the water for your turn to be baptized. The
pastor will introduce you and briefly lower you just un-
der the water. Then, you will leave the water to watch
with the others.

What Else Should | Know?

e We hold baptisms in the baptistry of our Worship
Center. There is plenty of room for your friends
and relatives, we encourage you to invite them.

¢ A minister will usually baptize one person at a
time, but families can enter the water together.

e Don'’t be surprised when people clap at your bap-
tism. Itis a happy experience for every Christian
when someone publicly identifies themselves as a
believer by being baptized.
